     General Rules
1. ADGA RULES SHALL GOVERN!  NEODGA Show Committee has the right to interpret any rules not adequately covered here or by ADGA.  Jr.  & Sr. Does are separately sanctioned.

2. This Show is ADGA Sanctioned for Alpine, LaMancha, Nubian, Saanen,  Toggenburg, AOP  and Recorded Grade.  Bucks are ADGA sanctioned for Alpine,  Nubian, Toggenburg and AOP.

3. PLEASE MILK YOUR DOES WITH THE SHOW ORDER IN MIND.

4. The base date for determining age will be the date of the show.

5. The original registration (required for animals six months of age or older) or stamped duplicates must be shown to the show secretary before the start of the show.

6. No horned animals permitted.

7. Animals arriving for a class after it has entered the ring will not be permitted to compete and will forfeit entry fee.

8. *Anyone who is in the Voluntary Scrapie Certification Program needs to pre-register so that we can locate proper isolated pen space for you.

Health Requirements
1. All animals must be checked by the HEALTH COMMITTEE prior to unloading.  The committee’s decision is final.  Exhibitors must have an official release form, obtained from a committee member, before they can check in with the show secretary.

2. Ohio State Health rules shall govern.  Animals from OUTSIDE Ohio must have a certificate of veterinary inspection issued within 30 days of the exhibition opening date.   If you are coming in from out of state be sure to check the OH regulations and abide by them.                                                                                                                        

3. All animals must be healthy!  All animals showing symptoms of any contagious disease (including but not limited to abscesses, pink eye, ringworm, sore-mouth) will be barred.  Anyone requiring veterinary services will be responsible for the charges.

ARRIVAL AND SHOW INFORMATION

1. Gates to the fairgrounds will be open Friday June 6nd  at 1:00 pm
2. No animal check in from Mid-night Friday to 6 AM Saturday.

3. Does must be in place by 8:30 a.m. Saturday morning.
4. Showmanship begins at 8:00 am on Saturday, with doe shows following.

5. Bucks must be in place and entered by 5:30 PM Friday night..    All bucks over four months of age must be tied in their pens.

6. Ribbons will be awarded for 1st through 5th places.  Special recognitions will be given to does shown in classes S-1 thru    S-6 with current (2007) DHI records having milked 2000 lbs. 305 days or less.  BE SURE TO BRING YOUR MILK RECORDS WITH YOU.

7. All exhibitors are responsible for the animals and family members,  any damages will be the financial responsibility of exhibitor.

8. NEODGA and the Wayne Co. Agricultural Society and all officers, members and agents of the associations will not be held liable nor responsible for any loss, harm, or damage to persons or their property, including animals while on the fairgrounds.

9. No Alcoholic beverages permitted on the fairgrounds.

10. No dogs permitted in the barns or show areas.

11.  Camping is available with a $10.00 charge for electrical hookup.  MUST BE PAID ALONG WITH ENTRY FEES.

12.  Food will be available.

13. NO SAWDUST IS TO BE USED AS BEDDING.

ONE DAY MILK TEST

Saturday June 7th 2008
1. Certificate awarded to the top producer in each breed.  ADGA rules shall govern.  All printed show rules apply unless otherwise stated below.  Tattoos will be checked against registration papers; Be sure they are legible.  Only registered does may compete (No Utility).  Papers must be shown to the test superintendent prior to the milk out.

2. Entries close at 6:30 pm Friday June 6th, 2008 and all does must be in place at that time.  Milk out begins promptly at 7:00 pm., Friday, June 6nd. 2008.  All does must be milked dry and will be checked to be sure they are fully stripped.

3. Does will be milked at 7:00 am and 7:00 pm on Saturday, June 7th. 2008 in the same order they were milked Friday evening.  These milkings will be weighed by the DHI tester and samples will be taken for butterfat test.

4. Does must remain on the fairgrounds until after the Saturday evening milking.  Any doe leaving the grounds will be disqualified from the competition.

5. Does meeting the ADGA guidelines will be awarded the *M designation (formula takes into consideration the number of days fresh, pounds of milk, and pounds of butterfat.)

6. Please list freshening dates on the entry form with a M1 designation and the appropriate breed code.  Entry fee is $8.00 per doe, which includes the DHI fees.
